Prioritised ethnicity has been used, in the following order: Maori,
Pacific, Asian, European/Other. Results are presented by year,
gender, age group, ethnic group, NZDep2018, urban/rural 2013
classification, and district (former district health board areas).
Rates are per 100,000 people and have been age-standardised to
the WHO world standard population (Ahmad et al 2001), to account
for different age structures of populations.

Follow-up cancer registrations (i.e. multiple tumours) are not
counted, only the original registration.

Melanoma thickness categories are based on survival rates:

e <1 mm thick: 92% ten-year survival rate

e >1-2mm thick: 80% ten-year survival rate

e >2-4mm thick: 63% ten-year survival rate

e >4mm thick: 50% ten-year survival rate (BPAC 2020)

From 2001-2021. Data for each year is recorded in the original
source but has occasionally been compiled to provide moving
averages for a range of years to provide sufficient data for analysis.
